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Completing his trilogy, “Falora” a cozy Neapolitan-style pizzeria - opened March 2013 in the Broadway Village, near the intersection of Broadway and South Country Club Road. Specializing in Neapolitan wood-fired pizza, salads and espressos! Shapiro’s vision is inspired by trips to Italy where sense of community is paired with simple, inspired food.  
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In May of 2004 Joe opened a sister boutique HYDRA II on Via Urbana in the heart of Rome’s upscale shopping district.  In the summer of 2012 Joe sold the business and moved back home to be near family and become a sister and brother team at Hydra.

Note from Rio Nuevo Chair McCusker





The Rio Nuevo board has approved a $7.8 million dollar remodel of the TCC arena.  The focus will be on the fan experience and aesthetics of the aging arena.  All the seats will be replaced with new padded seats with cup holders, the bathrooms will be remodeled, the concession areas updates, the entire arena painted and equipped with new signage.  Additionally we will improve the sound system and lighting system.  This is the first time the arena had been updated since it was built and due to its condition many show producers passed over Tucson.  With a new entry and outdoor breezeway with concessions, and all new amenities we believe the arena will once again be an, attractive, more intimate venue than the big arenas up north.  





In other news the board has authorized a joint development of the public and private land parcels just west of the TCC, along the freeway.  Planned improvements should include a new hotel and parking, along with commercial and residential development.





A hotel and improved arena are the priorities for Rio Nuevo as established by the legislature yet after years of Rio Nuevo spits and starts these primary projects were never launched. It is our intent to revitalize the original Rio Nuevo plans, as approved by the voters, and do so by partnering with private developers and private lenders in order to maximize the TIF dollars.  Most of the current TIF income goes to support nearly $100,000,000 of debt incurred by Rio Nuevo over the past ten years.  However, we believe by focusing on realistic projects and partnering with others the $25,000,000 or so of remaining Rio Nuevo funds could create five times that value in downtown development.
